The details of Dr Burns' speech for 31 August is as follows:

Title of speech:  "The biology of poverty"

Paragraph on his speech:  "Recent evidence suggests that excess levels of ill health of the most socially and economically deprived in society cannot be adequately explained by behaviours such as smoking and diet. An understanding of the mechanisms by which chaotic environments influence an individuals psychology and physiology is helpful in suggesting more effective approaches to improving population health. As governments reduce funding for public services, public health practitioners need a clear understanding of the science underlying health inequalities if they are to make an effective case for maintaining investment in those areas which are most likely to benefit the health of the population."
